When the building project starts we will leave $5,000 in savings, in addition to a decent checking balance, for emergencies.

The EMS vehicle should have box and be done about June 21st .

The drawings for the addition are in to the county.  No permit yet.  We are not sure about the process to move the power box.

The rummage sale brought in about $2600 compared to the “normal” $900-1200.

Further work on the planning process is put off until September.

We need to apply for property tax exemption on all three properties each year.

With the Avista grant for advanced EMS supplies we need only to spend about $100 more to get the minimum we need.  We currently have one advanced EMT here and James is working with the ambulance service to be able to offer that service also.  We can not get our own license until we have 24/7 coverage.

After we spend the $100 from the EMS fund, we will still have enough to give $2000 to the building fund.

The closest EMS office is now in Lewiston, instead of Coeur d’Alene.
